2. Employees who do not work the 4/10 Tuesday-Friday schedule will take holiday leave on
the actual holiday when it is on a scheduled workday or on the day immediately preceding the
non-workday, i.e., employee has Fridays off and Veteran’s Day falls on Friday 10 November
2023, employee will take the holiday on Thursday 09 November 2023.

3. Supervisors of T32 Dual Status Technicians and Title 5 Federal employees will code
timecards using code “LH” for holiday leave. State employees will code timesheets as “8” in the

Holiday column.
